	This Week:

	Homework: 
For homework, children are to produce their own biography for a person of their choice e.g. an actor, pop star, sport star etc. (someone that is of particular interest to the children). The biography should include information about their person of choice such as personal details, family life, childhood, education, key achievements, interests and hobbies etc. and these should be split into sub headed sections. 

Research into their person of choice will be necessary. If there will be any problem with this, please can you let us know before we break for the Christmas holidays and we will ensure they can research the person at a break time / lunch time, ready to write up at home.

A success criteria has been given below and children should use this to refer to when writing. 

Biography Success Criteria (children are familiar with following a checklist like this in class):

· I can use a range of sentence starters (e.g. adverbs / adverbials, time conjunctions) and punctuation () ; : - ! ?... .
· I can use passive voice - when the subject of the sentence is having something done to it e.g. Darwin was sent to Edinburgh University by his father. Instead of…. His father sent Darwin to Edinburgh University. (Whilst passive voice is a Year 6 target, there is no reason as to why Year 5’s cannot aspire to achieve it).
· I can ensure consistent and correct use of tense throughout a piece of writing.
· I can use organisational and presentational devices to structure text and to guide the reader, for example, headings, subheadings, bullet points, underlining.

This piece of writing needs to be ‘take care’ and handwriting needs to be as neat as possible (legible and joined) as it will be used to form part of our writing assessments.
