This week we started our Literacy topic based on an American Christmas advert ‘Lily and the Snowman’. You can watch the short clip here: http://www.literacyshed.com/lilyandthesnowman.html  The advert sees a story of a young girl who forms a friendship with a snowman but as she grows older she no longer has time for him so she keeps him in a freezer. The advert then shows the little girl grow older and she remembers him which leads her to return to her childhood home to find him still in the freezer. It’s a really sweet advert. The children have enjoyed using coordinating and subordinating conjunctions to write compound and complex sentences about the story. See below for further explanation of these.  In maths the children have learnt and recalled the 2, 5, 10 and now 3 times tables. We used arrays to solve problems and also challenged the children to solve ‘mastery’ style questions that require the children to ‘reason’ and ‘explain’ their answers!

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[image: image2.png]A subordinating conjunction connects a main clause and a
subordinate clause.
A subordinate clause is dependent on the main clause because it

doesn’t make sense on it own. When main clauses and
subordinate clauses are used together to form a sentence, it
called a complex sentence.

Spellings:

Just a note that we recommend that children practise their words from the Year 2 Spelling Lists (on the website too) once a week. We have noticed words that contain ‘wr’ ‘kn’ ‘dge’ can be easily misspelt. We have practised words such as: write, written, writing, knew, knife, know, bridge, dodge, fudge etc - these are also on the Year 2 Spelling for Parents sheet. We appreciate how busy life can be but even if it’s for 5 minutes and focusing on 3 or 4 words – this will help! Practising by Looking, Covering, Writing and Checking – then repeat. Any practise will really benefit the children’s learning and this mirrors what we do daily in school.
