This week we have started learning about Explanation Text using Wallace and Gromit’s Cracking Contractions. The children have looked at features within them and analysed examples of explanation texts. The main features are: a clear title, subheadings, ideas grouped in paragraphs, clear introduction, time conjunctions, cause and effect conjunctions (because, so, in effect). In maths, we have recapped our times tables focusing on 10’s, 5’s and 3’s. We then used our knowledge of multiples to solve division calculations; knowing that we can use the inverse to solve the problem. Please continue to learn these at home.
