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The children have concluded the topic of The Great Fire of London this week. They have written their own chronological report on the topic. In history, we imagined what it might be like to have witnessed the scene. We imagined what we might see, hear and smell. We then wrote a diary entry in the style of Pepys. The children’s writing was really engaging and as we read them we could really see that the children had applied their knowledge of what they have learnt into the recounts. Thank you so much for taking the time to produce brilliant, take care history homework too. It has been great to see and hear the children engaged in a topic. 
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In English, this week we have based our learning on the animation Inside Out. We discussed the importance of each emotion and why we experience different emotions. The children designed and wrote their own new character for the film; thinking about emotions that weren’t included such as ‘embarrassment’, ‘excitement’, ‘brave’. These were really interesting to read and great to discuss the importance of how to deal with our emotions too. In maths, we have been learning about the mass/weight of objects and things. We learned that mass can be measured in grams (g) and kilograms (kg). We learned that there are 1000g in 1kg and we weighed different objects to find out which were heavier and which were lighter. We recorded using the inequality signs too.  
This week Archie spoke confidently about his Family Box. He included photographs of his cat- Millie, holidays to Cornwall where he enjoys surfing and some exciting times with his special friend Holly. Archie discussed times that he has enjoyed with his family, where he particularly enjoys eating a yummy Chinese. Archie shared photos of his family during important times, when his parents got married, when mum graduated from university and his great grandparents. He enthusiastically shared his love for reading, where he brought in his favourite Horrid Henry book in from the library.  Archie enjoys playing with different forms of transport and showed us a Lego truck, toy train and a bright green Lamborghini. We have Family Box time every Friday afternoon, next week after half term is Mia’s Family Box. Please could we ask that in the box you also include a carrier bag so that items can be returned home safely.
