The children have been listening to and have focused their leaning on a new story this week There’s No Such Thing as a Dragon by Jack Kent. We started the week retelling the story using Pie Corbett’s Talk for Writing actions. It was a great way for children to structure the story verbally using excellent time conjunctions such as ‘after that..’, ‘next…’. The children also used adjectives to describe the dragon and used this as a word bank for the next lesson to create their mystical character. We have also focused on story structures; how a great story has a great beginning, an exciting climax/problem and a well thought through ending. In numeracy, the children have been recapping on number bonds to 10 and 20, and using this knowledge to solve missing number calculations.  
This week it was Theo’s Family Box and we enjoyed hearing about his sporting achievements in swimming and football for his teams West Bridgford and Forest Academy. He spoke confidently about his holiday to Dubai where he saw the tallest building in the world and bought a postcard. SPAG,  Phonics and Handwriting

We thought it would be useful for you to know what some of these are: Mrs, Mr, people, like, asked, said, little, so, they, you, there, their, what, when, are, asked, be, looked, some, to, called, don’t, I’m, house, saw.
