Homework for this week:  
 
Spellings – Children will bring home a list of weekly spellings to learn every Friday, ready for testing the following week  These spellings will be personal to your child. 
 
Maths –  LO: Divide numbers up to 4 digits by a two-digit number using the formal written method of short division where appropriate, interpreting remainders according 
to the context 
 
English – How am I linked to World War 2?         You will have 2 weeks to complete this homework and it will be due in on Friday 3rd December 
Over the next 2 weeks we would like you to gather information about how you are linked to WW2. You might have had a great grandpa who was in the armed forces, or 
a great Aunt who was evacuated to Canada (some examples of stories so far from our class!). Your house may have a story behind it, of being built on an old air base 
which was used as a communications hub in WW2. You might have a family friend or elderly neighbour who lived through the war and has some great stories to share. 
We would like host in our classes, a living museum, where you bring in your research and information (and any memorabilia if you have permission) to share with the 
rest of UKS2 in 2 weeks time. Please make sure you get permission from adults if you are borrowing memorabilia or possessions to bring into school. We will take lots of 

photographs of our museum to put on to the website  Watch this space!
