PLEASE CAN WE HAVE SOME ENTRIES FOR THE ROTARY ART COMPETTION – ONLY 2 PUPILS IN MY CLASS HAVE ENTERED. Details were handed out before half term and have also featured on the school newsletter.
For homework this week, I would like the children to do the sheets on area and perimeter. The work is taken from the Medal Maths Scheme so has bronze/silver/gold levels – I only expect the children to do one level from each subject (unless they are incredibly keen and want to do more). I have supplied square paper for the children to put their answers on. In English, we have been looking at verbs to nouns so the homework activity is an extension of this, changing nouns and adjectives into verbs using suffixes -ify, ise, -ate and -en.
