Well done everyone – a great week with lots of hard work completed.  The children keep a record of their learning in their diary and I would be really happy if you could sign it each week, thank you.

	In school our geography topic is Our World, encompassing time zones, climates, continents and landscapes. For homework we would like the children to produce an A-Z of environmental geography.  Before everyone goes into overdrive stress, I will explain in more simple terms.  The children need to find something out about each element and either take a photo, cut a picture out or find something with the letter of the alphabet on and present it beautifully in a creative way i.e. a picture of a drystone wall for W and display in a lift the flap style.  As the theme is environmental geography, I would like pupils to look at things in the natural world rather than random things in the home (so not z for zip! Good luck on that one!).  Please can you make sure that this is no bigger than A4 please.  We would like this to be your most spectacular work ever as it is destined to go on a prominent display board in the main school.  Mrs Plumb’s daughter did a particular excellent A-Z a few years ago so she may be a good source of inspiration (Mrs Plumb that is). So key points – 

· No bigger than A4

· They will need to be attached to a wall

· Natural examples from outside

· Best possible ‘take care’ work

In the past, we have had a London Eye with each pod having a different letter, flip books, pop up posters, a world with opening doors, Big Ben with different levels for each level, a roller coaster, haystack with opening doors, concertina book, pocket poster (each pocket having something in it), a double decker bus with window letters, Advent style calendar – the list has been endless, let your imagination and creativity run wild!  We are giving the children just over 2 weeks to do this homework (DUE IN MONDAY 12TH DECEMBER) but each week we would like to see evidence of progress. The children have worked out that they need to do at least 8 letters a week!  This is an UKS2 homework for Year 5 and Year 6.

I will also be setting a piece of maths homework each week.

Maths Homework
This week’s maths homework is based on the work that we have been doing in class this week on factors, prime, square and cube numbers.  I have attached two sheets.  The second is the challenge sheet that I think some children will really enjoy doing.  I only expect children to do one of the worksheets.  I have gone over the work with the class.

Quick Tips
· A prime number is only divisible by itself and 1.

· A factor is a number that multiples by another to make a product. Eg the factors of 24 are 1 x24, 2 x12, 3 x 8, 4 x 6

· Common factors of 12 and 18 are 1,2,3,6 because these numbers all divide equally into both numbers.

· A common multiple of 5 and 7 is 35 because 35 features in both times tables.

· A square number is the product of the same number multiplied by itself      i.e 5 x 5 =25, 6 x 6 =36.

· A square root is the number that multiplies by itself to form a square number – the square root of 16 is 4 (4x4)

· A cube number is the same number multiplied by itself 3 times  4 x 4 x 4= 64

· If a number is divisible by 2 it will end in 2,4,6,8,0
· If a number is divisible by 5 it will end in 5 or 0
· If a number is divisible by 9, the digits will add up to 9.
· If a number is divisible by 3, the digits will add up to something in the 3 times table. 
· If a number is divisible by 10, it will end in 0.
· Not all odd numbers are prime numbers!
