	This week:
HNY 2020! We have had a busy week and arrived into the new term head on and ready to go. This half term we are learning about…

· World War 2 and the Battle for Britain – our overarching question considering how discrimination can affect lives. We will be studying sensitive topics such as the Holocaust, so if you feel that you would like to discuss this with your child beforehand then please do. As always, topics will be approached in an age-related way. We will keep you updated of our studies in this newsletter. 

	Homework: 
· Spellings – Personalised list in diaries (silent letters).
· WW2 Research – Three options for their homework: Family/friends link, local area link or an aspect of the war in Britain or Europe that interests them.
The children are extremely excited about our new topic.

1. Family friends link - Lots of the children have been wanting to share their stories of how their family or friends were impacted by WW2. They may wish to research or find out how their family or family friends were impacted by WW2. They can bring in (with permission!) any photographs, artefacts or information they have about WW2 and how it links to them. They may wish to type or write down any stories or information told to them so that it is easier for them to showcase on Friday. 
2. Local area link – Secondly, they could research how WW2 affected where they live, exploring how it impacted upon places like East Bridgford, Newton, Bingham or Nottingham, for example. 
3. An aspect of the war which interests them – As we are not going to have time to cover every single aspect or WW2, the children might like to research an appropriate area to show the class that particularly interests them, specifically about the war in Britain or Europe. 

This homework will be due in on Friday 17th January. They must be prepared to talk about this in class, as part of in a showcase on Friday morning, where they will carousel around the classroom to look at each other’s research. Any paperwork, artefacts or photographs that are special may wish to be sent in a protective folder or case, will be treated with respect and be returned the same day (. If you have a particular relative or know of anyone who would be happy to come in and share their experiences and answer questions the children may have, please let me know asap!
