	This Week:

Thank you all for supporting the Stroke Awareness Day that the school has held today. 	Homework: Mad about ducks! Ongoing – set 27th January 2017
As we are having some cute new arrivals in Year 1 we would like the children to be as prepared as possible for their stay. For this, we would like the children to do a little bit of background research into ducks and present this in a ‘take care’ way. Our aim is to get the children really excited about looking after the ducks and this homework will be the beginning of that. Please don’t panic, it doesn’t have to be a complicated piece of homework and feel free to be as abstract as possible! Some ideas are below:

-Duck poetry (reproduced in a ‘take care’ way or create their own)

-Write a story to include ducks/reproduce their favourite part in a duck story (lots of potential for borrowing books from the library such as Dr Seuss - I wish I had duck feet, The Ugly Duckling tale, Eric Carle – Ten Little Rubber Ducks for some starter ideas, lots of others online) 

-Create a piece of duck craft (lots of ideas on sites such as Pinterest)

-Research different duck types/one specific type of duck and present findings in a ‘take care’ way

-Research why ducks waddle/ why they have webbed feet/ what their environment is like and present findings in a ‘take care’ way

-Create a ‘care guide’ for how to look after a duckling/duck.

*What we would ask is that these be no bigger than A3 paper size – this is due to the size of our display area and the amount of children in our class.*
