Split Digraph Phonics Mosaic
*Parent Help: What is a split digraph? A digraph is two letters (two vowels or two consonants or a vowel and a consonant) which together make one sound (as in the words tail, boat, found or read). When a digraph is split by a consonant it becomes a split digraph. For example: wrote – the 'o-e' here make one sound.
Instructions – Read the real and alien words. Use the key to colour in the squares to show the hidden picture.
