	This Week:

Our Fairy Tale topic has moved into looking at settings and alternative stories this week. So we read an alternative version of Snow White set in 1920s New York! In this version the seven dwarves are seven jazz men, who take Snow White under their wing and hire her as their singer. The children loved comparing and contrasting the two versions. We created our own alternative settings and dwarf characters too, such as Snow White in Space where the dwarves were astronauts and Snow White under the sea where the dwarves were seahorses! Thank you for sending in a great selection of toys from the past too. We did a carousel activity where the children moved round each toy and got the chance to discuss it. Also this week on Wednesday we visited Year 3 where they showcased their Egyptian work in an Egyptian Museum. The children interacted really well with this and asked some insightful questions.
