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	We have had a very busy week of learning in class. The children are really enjoying our topic on monarchs and have been learning all about the queens and kings of Great Britain. They have been particularly interested in the power of sovereigns and how, in the past, monarchs were able to make their own rules.

It has been wonderful to see their enthusiasm and curiosity, with lots of thoughtful questions and discussions taking place.

We have also enjoyed the sunny weather this week. The children have made the most of it, especially during our outdoor PE sessions.

	English

In English, we have continued exploring the story of Pirate Tom, a “rags to riches” tale. This week, the children have been learning how to use three-part (list) sentences to build their writing. We have also focused on how adjectives and adverbs can enhance their work, making it more vivid, believable, and exciting for the reader.

	Topics:
Science: n Science, we have continued our topic on habitats. This week, we have been learning about invertebrates and classifying the different creatures we find in each group.
Computing: We are continuing looking at animated story books, the children have thoroughly enjoyed adding backgrounds this week.
RE: In RE, we are focusing on forgiveness. This week, we looked at the story of the Prodigal Son and how the father forgave his son. We discussed how Christians believe God forgives us, and how it feels when someone forgives us after we say sorry.
Music: This term, we are focusing on exercise rhythms as part of our learning. This builds on the work we have done previously to develop a strong sense of rhythm in the children.

Humanities:
In History, we have begun our topic on monarchy. This week, we have been looking at royal portraits and what they portray to the audience, including clothing, facial expressions and backgrounds.

	In Maths: 
Year 1: Multiplication and division.  
In Maths, Year One have continued with their block on multiplication and division. This week, the children have been learning about arrays and looking at equal groups and doubles.
Year 2: Fractions
In Year 2, we have continued our block on fractions. The children have been looking at quarters and thirds.

	Important Messages/Dates: 
In Year 1, we have begun looking at alien words and have continued to practise the Phase 5 phonemes we have learned in real words, in preparation for the Phonics Screening Check in June.

Alien words are made-up words used to assess children’s ability to apply their phonics knowledge to unfamiliar vocabulary. This helps to ensure they are confidently using their decoding skills.
